Instruction is combined with a
hands-on learning experience through instructor approved clinical work-based learning placements at local
medical facilities. After completion of the course, students are eligible to take the California certification exam
for Medical Assistants and become a California Certified Medical Assistant—Administrative (CCMA-A).
